High School & College

Here are the new requirements for granting Balboa Bay Republican Women
scholarships: Political involvement in support of Republican candidates is a plus.
Two $1,000 scholarships are offered. One to a graduating high school senior, and
one to an undergraduate currently attending college.

I. For graduating high school seniors the criteria are:
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US Citizen and a Republican; if 18 years of age, must be registered to vote.
Preferably a woman.

Must be a resident of Orange County.

Of good character.

Scholarship candidate must be ptanning to work toward an academic four- year
degree.

Scholarship recipient is encouraged to join our organization,

Applicant must have a GPA minimum of 3.0 or higher.

An oral interview is required of all prospective scholarship recipients.

II. One $1,000 scholarship is offered for a current undergraduate college student:
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US citizen and a Republican; if 18 years of age, must be registered to vote,
Preferably a woman.

Must be a resident of Orange County.

Of good character.

Scholarship candidates must already be enrolled in college and working toward an
academic four-year degree.

Scholarship recipient is encouraged to join our organization.

Applicant must have a GPA of 3.0.

An oral interview is required of all prospective scholarship recipients.

Selections for both scholarships are based on academic achievement, community
involvements, including employment, and a 1,000 word essay (or less) on “Why the United
States Constitution is Unigue in Human History.”

We require 2 years of official transcripts, current photograph of student, and two letters of
recommendation from either a teacher, principal, counselor, or clergyman along with the
application and essay.
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Rules for Selection for all candidates:
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Scholarship winner will be chosen by the scholarship committee with the input and
approval of the board.

The application must be postmarked by May 3, 2013. Winners are announced on
Thursday May 31, 2013.

Winner will be invited to the Wednesday, June 12, 2013 Scholarship luncheon at the
Balboa Bay Club in Newport Beach and may bring one guest which the club will pay
for. if recipients wish to bring other guests, it must be at their own expense.
