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General Education Guide

and Theology course requirements (one general education course in theology is required for each year of
attendance at Concordia):

CSU (California State University General Education Breadth Requirements)

ADT (Associate Degree for Transfer)

AA/AS (Associate of Arts/Science degrees which meet the CSU General Education Breadth Requirement)
